Ms. Poleszczuk presented the background and main duties of the SCCs; highlighted the
corridors beatification goals, top priority projects, and project funding.  Ms. Poleszczuk
explained that approval of the SCC’s strategic priorities, corridor 190 project priorities, and
development of a multi-year funding program were being requested.

Upon a motion by Member Valero, and seconded by Member Townsend, the Tulare County 
Transportation Authority unanimously approved Item IV-A as presented.  Absent: Shuklian, 
Reynosa, and Link.

1 – Regional Funding Table
Ms. Davis described the proposed amendment to the 2020 Measure R Strategic Work Plan
being requested by the city of Dinuba.  Ms. Davis explained that the city of Dinuba would
begin to design the right of way acquisition for the Alta/Kamm Roundabout which the
proposed cost amounted to $297,744; the city of Dinuba was requesting assistance to pay
for the design in the amount of $150,000.

Upon a motion by Member Valero, and seconded by Member Kimball, the Tulare County 
Transportation Authority unanimously approved amendment No. 1 to the 2020 Measure R 
Strategic Work Plan.  Absent: Shuklian, Reynosa, and Link.

Program Project Nomination
Mr. Gutierrez stated that this was the third cycle of LPP funding made available by SB 1 and
discussed the details regarding the programming of projects for the cycle.  Mr. Gutierrez
outlined the Avenue 280 widening projects located between Santa Fe and Lovers Lane in
the city of Visalia and requested approval for the allocation of funds for the project.

Information: Measure R Revenues for November and December 2020 

BACKGROUND: 
On November 7, 2006, the voters of Tulare County approved Measure R, imposing a ½-
cent sales tax for transportation within the incorporated and unincorporated area of 
Tulare County through 2037.  The transportation sales tax funds are spent in 
accordance with the Expenditure Plan that resulted from a joint effort among all the cities 
and the County of Tulare.  The Expenditure Plan reflects the transportation needs of the 
residents of Tulare County.  The plan includes funding for Regional Projects, Local 
Programs, Transit/Bike/Environmental Programs and Administration.  The funds are 
distributed as follows: 

1. Regional Projects (50%)
2. Local Programs (35%)
3. Transit/Bike/Environmental (14%)
4. Administration and Planning Program (1%)

Measure R revenue collection began on April 1, 2007.  Monthly Measure R 
advancements are received by TCAG from the State Board of Equalization followed by 
quarterly clean-up disbursements.  In total, TCAG receives eight advancements and 
four clean-up disbursements throughout a fiscal year.  

The Measure R 2020 Strategic Work Plan was approved by the Authority on October 
19, 2020 with Resolution No. 2020-119 and amended on December 14, 2020 with 
Resolution No. 2020-120 

DISCUSSION: 
Status of Measure R Revenues 

Fiscal Year 2020/2021 - Measure R allocations have been received, payment request 
and distribution made through December 2020.  The allocation for the month of 
November is $3,463,431 compared to $2,979,449 for the same period last year. The 
allocation for the month of December is $2,826,188 compared to the $2,741,976 for the 
same period last year. The 20/21 fiscal year to date amount is $20,207,977 compared 
to $17,744,649 for the same period last year, representing a 14 % increase for the fiscal 
year. 

See attached revenue chart covering fiscal years 2016/2017, 2017/2018, 2018/2019, 
2019/2020 and 2020/2021 year to date. 

Additionally, TCAG staff would like to remind the cities and the County that funding 
equivalent to your City/County annual local allocation for 3 years is available for a non- 
interest loan for local projects.  Contact our office for additional information and process.

BACKGROUND: 

The Tulare County Transportation Authority is required to adopt and maintain a conflict 
of interest code. This code outlines who must disclose information on an annual basis, 
and what type of information must be disclosed.  

DISCUSSION: 

The Political Reform Act requires certain officials and employees who serve in positions 
designated in an agency’s conflict of interest code to file a Statement of Economic 
Interest (Form 700). Appendix A of this staff report provides a listing of positions that are 
designated to provide a Form 700 by April 1, 2021. Appendix B lists the disclosure 
categories for those designated positions. The Form 700 is available in an interactive 
version on the Fair Political Practices Commission website: www.fppc.ca.gov.
